One in Four, inc. is an organization of men and women, united for the purpose of educating men about rape using the most effective methods shown by scientific research.  The following standards reflect this core mission.

Standards to Affiliate with One in Four, Inc.

1.
Individuals and organizations affiliated with One in Four, Inc. should treat men as allies in 
ending 
men’s violence against women and should not treat them as potential rapists.

2.
Individuals and organizations affiliated with One in Four, Inc. should focus on educating 
men about issues of sexual violence and include boys and/or men as a primary target 
audience of their educational efforts.

3.
Individuals and organizations affiliated with One in Four, Inc. should educate others in an 
ethical 
and socially responsible fashion.  Affiliated individuals and groups should avoid the 
use of 
methods shown to be 
ineffective by scientific research.

4.
It is recommended that organizations affiliated with One in Four, Inc. have in place a
constitution or set of guiding principles to help focus their efforts.  It is also recommended 
that organizations affiliated with One in Four, Inc. have in place a process to remove 
members for actions that grossly violate their principles.


Additional Standards to be a “One in Four” Chapter

1.
One of the programs presented by “One in Four” chapters must be “How to help a sexual 
assault survivor: What men can do” as outlined in the book “The Men’s Program.”  Minor 
script modifications will most often not jeopardize approval to be a “One in Four”
chapter; 
however, due to the research findings available, the Police Rape Training Video produced 
by One in Four, Inc. must be used.  “One in Four” chapters may also present other programs 
so long as they do not conflict with One in Four, Inc. guidelines.

2.
Members of “One in Four” chapters must receive at least 15 hours of training on sexual 
assault and its prevention prior to making presentations.
